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White House to Host Conference on
Faith-Based and Community Initiatives in Phoenix, Arizona
WASHINGTON, DC — On Tuesday, May 15th and Wednesday, May 16th, the White House, in conjunction with the U.S. Departments of Justice, Agriculture, Commerce, Labor, Health and Human Services, Housing and Urban Development, Education, Veterans Affairs, Homeland Security, the Agency for International Development, and the Small Business Administration will host its thirtieth conference on President George W. Bush’s Faith-Based and Community Initiative.  

The Phoenix event is the latest in a series of regional conferences designed to help social service providers better understand the President’s Initiative and the Federal funding process.  Distinguishing itself from prior conferences, the Arizona conference is the first such event to be held in partnership with a state.

More than 25,000 faith-based and community leaders have attended these conferences since 2002.
